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WESTMINSTER ABOUT WESTMINSTER

Centrally located between the Denver and Boulder corridor, 
Westminster is easily accessed from either metropolitan 
area. Served by the Denver International Airport and the 
Rocky Mountain Metropolitan Airport. Westminster is 
ranked seventh in the State of Colorado, for most populous 
city and is situated on both Adams and Jefferson County. 

Many historical structures are located in Westminster. The 
“big red castle,” also known as the Pillar of Fire, is located 
between Federal and Lowell Boulevards at 83rd Avenue. 
It started off in the late 19th century as Westminster 
University with big dreams of becoming the “Princeton 
of the West,” and is now a Nationally Registered Historic 
Place in Westminster. Today the castle is home to Belleview 
Christian College and Bible Seminary. Over 26 historical 
sites are recognized throughout the city, including the 
Bowles House Museum and Shoenberg Farms. The city 
offers a virtual tour map or the Chamber can send direct 
links and/or printed material upon request.

What’s most visible in Westminster, however, is a sea of new 
shopping districts. Visitors will find conveniences ranging 
from popular chain stores to family-style restaurants (see 
page 20 for full details). Not only is getting to Westminster 
easy, so is getting around! From cab, to limo, to bus to 
commuter rail, there are a man ways to get out to explore! 
The Flatiron Flyer bus rapid transit offers two stations: the 
Westminster Center Station and Church Ranch Station. 
Commuter rail is available from Denver up to Longmont 
and Boulder respectively. 

Travel can be exhausting, but an exciting destination and 
a comfortable bed make it worthwhile. With many well-
known hotel chains, there are numerous lodging options 
in Westminster.

Art Walk 
Visitors can explore the community through the  
16-stop Art Walk. An interactive map is available 
online through the city.  With varied stops throughout 
the community, here are a couple of our favorites: 

Promise of the Prairie Sculpture: Located southeast 
of the City of Westminster’s Bell Tower on 92nd 
Avenue, this sculpture by George Lundeen is the 
first public art piece of a pioneer man, woman and 
a young boy gazing into the horizon, drawing on 
Westminster’s native agriculture history.  The City 
of Westminster’s Public Art Program has more than 
100 individual works, which feature bronze pieces, 
art murals and frescos located throughout the city in 
office parks and commercial shopping centers. 

Folly: Designed by Jim Sullivan, the Folly is known 
as Faux Ancient Ruin, primarily, because the structure 
mimics Greek and Roman temples. Explore the 
Farmers’ High Line Canal while walking through the 
area. The Farmers’ High Line Canal is a 13-mile paved 
and unpaved pathway that spans between Standley 
Lake and E. 128th Avenue in Thornton. For more 
information on outdoor adventures, turn to page 18.

Explore More
Adventure Golf & Raceway, 
located at 96th Avenue and 
Sheridan Boulevard, is the 
area’s premier miniature golf 
and go-kart facility where you 
will have an incredible time and 
family fun. Golf on three of 
America’s most unique 18-hole 
miniature golf courses: The Lost 
Continent, Adventure Cove and 
Buccaneer Bay.

Trails

Westminster has approximately 150 miles 
of trails – most wind through open space 
and provide access to magnificent views, 
wildlife corridors, and natural beauty. There 
are five regional trails, 15 loop systems, 
12 park loops, plus minor trails that, 
when combined, add up to 50 different 
trails within the system. Westminster has 
preserved over 3,100 acres of open space 
throughout the city and has accomplished 
the original goal of preserving 15 percent of 
the city’s land area. 

5 Regional Must-See Trails:  
Big Dry Creek
• �Known as the crown jewel of 

Westminster’s off-road trail system.
• �Length: 12 miles, 900 acres of 

Westminster open space and 200 acres of 
park land

• �Trail end points: Simms Street (Standley

(Northglenn)

• �Trail surfaces: concrete, crushed stone

U.S. 36 Bike

HIGH ALTITUDE 
ADJUSTMENT

	 GET ORGANIZED

Plan your trip itinerary to allow for proper 
ascent schedules. If you are planning a 
vacation (e.g. skiing or hiking), allow for an 
extra day or two during the trip so that you 
can adjust to the effect of new altitudes. 

	 DRINK WATER

Dehydration decreases the body’s ability to 
acclimatize to high altitude. 

	� MONITOR YOUR CAFFEINE/
ALCOHOL INTAKE

Alcoholic drinks pack more of a wallop 
than at sea level. It is recommended 
that you go easy on the alcohol in the 
mountains and in Denver, as its effects will 
feel stronger here. 

	 EAT FOODS HIGH IN POTASSIUM

Foods such as broccoli, bananas, avocado, 
cantaloupe, celery, greens, bran, chocolate, 
granola, dates, dried fruit, potatoes 
and tomatoes will help you replenish 
electrolytes by balancing salt intake.

	 WATCH YOUR PHYSICAL ACTIVITY

The effects of exercise are more intense 
here. If you normally run 10 miles a day at 
home, you might try six miles in Denver.

	 PACK FOR SUN

With less water vapor in the air at this 
altitude, the sky really is bluer in Colorado. 
But there’s 25 percent less protection from 
the sun, so sunscreen is a must. 

	 DRESS IN LAYERS

Two days before your trip to Denver, check 
the weather and use this information to 
pack appropriately. 

Interested in camping, boat rentals, 
tipi rentals, and a scenic park view? 

Checkout the Standley Lake Regional 
Park. Open year round, access 

to 70 campsites and 6 tipis with 
reservation.

Downtown Westminster will be a true downtown – 
unique, vibrant, and genuine – developed over time, 
one block at a time, by different developers and 
builders.

The City of Westminster is 
situated on Adams and Jefferson 
counties.  The City Manager 
oversees daily operations of the 
city.  Elected by the people, the 
City Council is composed of 
a mayor, mayor pro tem, and 
five additional at-large city 
councilors. Council meetings 
are held the second and fourth 
Monday of every month at City 
Hall.  Both counties have a 
Board of County Commissioners 
that act as the governing body 
of the county. They are elected 
at large and enact policies that 
affect citizens. At the state level, 
Westminster is represented by 
two house members and two 
senate members in the following 
districts: House District 35, 
House District 29, Senate 
District 24 and Senate District 
19.  Federally, Westminster is 
served by congressional delegates 
representing Congressional 
District 7.
